The Kindergarten Teacher is responsible 
for the kindergarten program and the 
report cards.  
 
The Kindergarten Teacher and the Early 
Childhood Educators provide a 
developmentally appropriate, early learning 
program that supports the development of 
literacy, numeracy, social, cognitive, 
linguistic and problem solving skills. 
 
Children’s in-depth investigations are 
encouraged in order to support inquiry, 
problem solving, effective learning skills and 
a strong concept of self as a capable 
learner. 
 
Parent/teacher meetings include both the 
Kindergarten Teacher and the Early 
Childhood Educator, when appropriate. 
 
The Early Childhood Educators are 
responsible for ensuring the Day Nurseries 
Act licensing standards are met at all times.
